RECITALS 12

 WHEREAS, in 1980, the Board of County Commissioners enacted Chapter 11, Article VI of 14 

the Leon County Code of Ordinances, entitled “Peddlers”; and 15

 WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has determined that Chapter 11, Article VI 17 

of the Leon County Code of Laws, is now outdated; and 18

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners has adopted Leon County Ordinance No. 20 

2024-02, “Prohibition of Unauthorized Solicitation on Private Property”, and constituents who do not 21 

want to be solicited may now post the required signage to prohibit solicitations on their private 22 

property; and  23

 WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners desires to repeal Chapter 11, Article VI of 25 

the Leon County Code of Laws;  26

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF LEON 28 

COUNTY, FLORIDA, that: 29

Section 1.  Amendments to Code. 31

The Code of Laws of Leon County, Florida, is hereby amended by repealing Chapter 11, Article 33 

VI as appropriate. 34

Section 2.  Conflicts. 36

All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this ordinance are hereby 38 

repealed to the extent of such conflict, except to the extent of any conflicts with the Tallahassee-Leon 39 

County 2030 Comprehensive Plan as amended, which provisions shall prevail over any parts of this 40 

ordinance which are inconsistent, either in whole or in part, with the said Comprehensive Plan.  41

Section 3.  Severability. 43

If any word, phrase, clause, section, or portion of this ordinance is declared by any court of 45 

competent jurisdiction to be void, unconstitutional, or unenforceable, then all remaining provisions and 46 

portions of this ordinance shall remain in full force and effect. 47
